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Course Description:

Students explore a variety of reading materials used to expand reading skills, comprehension and
interest. They will be exposed to frequent reading strategies as well as established philosophies.
Test taking strategies will be demonstrated and practiced. Students will discover how they learn
through identification of personal learning styles and personality characteristic inventories.

Course Content:

Units include exploration of fiction and non-fiction text, Book Talks, informational exercises,
research strategies, and comprehension activities all intended to help students develop personal
reading success. Presentations allow students to develop oral communication strategies and
skills. Monthly Reading Calendars supplement classroom assessments, and a research
assignment introduces students to print and non-print forms of research.

Required Textbooks and/or Other Reading/Research Materials
All novels read in class will be provided at the onset of the unit, and will remain in the
classroom.

The Westing Game by Ellen Raskin.

The Pearl by John Steinbeck.

The Outsiders by S.E. Hinton

The Cay by Theodore Taylor

Anne Frank: The Diary of a Young Girl by Anne Frank
