Aligned “driving unsafely,
transporting students in an open pick-up, or driving on grass area” into Level II Infractions. * Amended
following 5/8/17 Committee of the Whole Meeting to reflect discussion regarding reduction in the First
Offence Penalty for Parking Violations.

Redesigned the Secondary Schools Code of Conduct. * Amended following 5/8/17 Committee of the
Whole Meeting to reflect the addition of Level IV to the Secondary Schools Code of Conduct that will
include all infractions where the first instance results in a 10 Day OSS consequence.
